INTRODUCTION

The original book of vital records kept by various town clerks is housed at the Town
Clerk’s Office in Hatfield. Itis titled: The Registry of Births and Deaths for Northampton,
Hadley and Hatfield. This volume with a leather cover was heavily used over the years
and was badly worn. It has since been archivally stabilized and the cover and original
pages placed in polyethylene sleeves and bound in a hard cover. The table of contents
is as follows:
